Pope Chooses Lafayette’s
First Bishop - On July 18,
1918 the Archdiocese of New
Orleans received an important letter from Pope
Benedict XV. The Holy Father signed the order
appointing Jules B. Jeanmard as the first
Bishop of the Diocese of Lafayette on July 4,
1918. The Pope had created the Diocese almost
6 months earlier on January 11, but no Bishop
had been named. Many suspected that
Fr. Teurlings may have been named bishop, but
the 38 year old native of Breaux Bridge was
chosen. Jeanmard was shocked to receive the
news, and wrote to a friend proclaiming: “I am
still hoping against hope that it may not be
true... Poor Lafayette is getting a sorry specimen
for its first shepherd.”

CONFIRMATION 2018
Why should I be confirmed?

Confirmation completes the Sacraments of Initiation in
our Catholic Church. Those who are confirmed receive
the fullness of God’s Holy Spirit to assist them in their
lives. Canon Law is clear that those who wish to serve as
sponsors (godparents) at Baptism MUST have received
the Sacrament of Confirmation. Diocesan policy also
states that those who enter into the Sacrament of Holy
Matrimony should be confirmed. Anyone 16 years of age
or older can register to participate in our
Confirmation Formation Program which is required
to be confirmed here at Saint Martin de Tours.

At Saint Martin de Tours, preparation to receive this
sacrament consist of meetings which are held on Sunday
evenings. Meetings begin with mass at 5 pm and last till
7 pm.

It is expected that candidates attend both Mass
and all meetings.
